Players:

Players will refrain from using all inappropriate language during games and
practices.

2. Players will not engage in disparaging dialogue with referees, teammates,
coaches, opponents or spectators.

3. Players will not, under any circumstances, participate in physical violence or
threats thereof during any game or practice.

4. Players are prohibited from the use of alcohol, illegal drugs, or tobacco products.

5. Property damage during road trips or while attending a game or practice will
result in suspension from the team and full restitution to the property owner by
players and/or parents.

6. Players will make every attempt to notify the coach prior to missing a game or
practice in order to receive an excused absence.

7. Players will also read, agree to and sign the accompanying player contract.

Parents:

1. Parents agree to support the Club in requiring players to abide by the Players
Code of Conduct.

2. Parents will refrain from verbal abuse of players, coaches, referees, opponents
and spectators.

3. Parents will discuss constructive concerns regarding coach, players or Club policy
with the coach first, then their Travel Director and finally through The Club’s
Director of Coaching. From U14 onwards, any questions about playing time
should be addressed by the player directly to the coach.

4. Parents may also direct concerns to the Club’s Parent Advisory Committee, who
will in turn present it the Club’s Coaching Committee.

5. Parents must understand that they too are representatives of HSC and will treat

all opposing players and parents and officials with respect.
